5 – Outstanding

· Dancer is rhythmically accurate, demonstrates accurate technique, moves with control and confidence

4 – Good

· Dancers executes steps correctly in rhythm, technique, and sequence, but shows some excess tension or lack of style

3 – Satisfactory

· Dancer can perform the required movements with some accuracy (may make minor errors), and has some sense of the necessary style.  Some lack of range and freedom is apparent

2 – Developing

· Dancer performs the sequence with errors, lacks control, lacks rhythmic accuracy, style is absent

1 – Minimal

· Dancer does not know sequences or performs movement inaccurately.  Rhythm is inaccurate and control is poor.

Choreography Skills

5 – Outstanding

· Dance has a clear beginning and ending with smooth transitions between steps.  There is conscious use of the elements of movement including a variety of levels, interesting floor pattern, and change in dynamics.  Movements are appropriate to the style and choreography is interesting and entertaining.

4 – Good

· Dance has clear beginning and ending with good transitions between steps.  There is some conscious use of the elements of movements, particularly a variety of levels and an interesting floor pattern.  Choreography is entertaining and most movements are appropriate to style.

3 – Satisfactory

· Dance has sufficient beginning and ending with adequate transitions.  Little conscious use of the elements of movements with few level changes, floor patterns, or dynamics.  Choreography has little variety.

2 – Developing

· Dance has a weak beginning or ending and adequate transitions.  Little conscious use of elements of movements with almost no level changes or floor pattern.  Choreography is monotonous.

1 – Minimal

· Dance has a weak beginning or ending and poor transitions.  No conscious use of the elements of movement and monotonous choreography.
