Welcome to Drama 8!
In Drama 8 we will start with "Getting to Know Each Other" exercises. We will move to trust exercises, and then to improvisation, finishing off with some short scene work. This course is designed as an introduction to a variety of dramatic skills and techniques.

Expectations
Participation: You are expected to participate fully and enthusiastically in all class activities. 

Behaviour: Each member of this class will be treated with respect and care. As your teacher, I expect that each of you will work very hard at making each member of our class feel comfortable and valued. If you cannot do this, you will be asked to leave.

Footwear: The stage will be used for a variety of activities: you will not wear your shoes past the entranceway, so make sure you have warm socks on.

Clothing: Many drama activities involve movement, so wear loose-fitting clothing. Be sure to tell me if you have any problems with stretching or other physical activity.

Evaluation
You will be graded mainly on participation in Drama 8. To get a good grade in this class, all you need to do is attend class every day and try your best. You learn in Drama through participation. Some marks will be earned for completing small written assignments. Additionally, you can earn BONUS marks for keeping a drama journal.
