
Course Outline: Drama 9 and 10

Teacher: W. Taylor

Expectations
Drama 9/10 is a creative drama course that will introduce students to theatre skills. This course requires active and enthusiastic participation.

Dress: 

Wear loose-fitting clothing, slippers or socks.

Commitment: Attend all classes on time and participate fully in all activities.

Behaviour: 
We will work in a climate of mutual support and respect. All discussions of student work will be supportive: any student who makes negative comments or behaves in a distracting way will be removed from class.

Drama 9 students should be able to

- trust themselves and others in order to express and reflect on thoughts, feelings, and beliefs; to take risks within a dramatic context; and to express themselves through active engagement in drama,

- evaluate and analyze the contributions of self and others within the dramatic context,

- use body and voice expressively in the discipline of drama,

- maintain concentration and focus while in role and experience the duality of being both participant and observer within a dramatic context,

- develop the facility to move between the concrete and the abstract within a dramatic context,

- understand and apply the elements of drama and theatre,

- apply technical skills and knowledge to enhance dramatic communication,

- experience, understand, and develop sensitivity to the diversity of cultures through drama, as well as be able to interpret how drama celebrates, comments on, and questions the values, issues, and events of societies past and present,

- acquire knowledge, skills, and attitudes through the study of drama that enhance their understanding of other art forms and contribute to their personal, educational, and career development.

Drama 10 students will build on and extend these outcomes. Specifically, Drama 10 students will be asked to do more work interpreting scripts and bringing work to performance. Drama 10 students may also be asked to lead some of our class activities. Look at Unit Overview.

Evaluation
Students will be evaluated with respect to the above outcomes. The following provides an approximate mark break-down:

Units of Study

One: Introduction to Drama 


Drama 9:  drama games, concentration exercises etc


Drama 10: warm-up activities, concentration exercises, games etc.

Two: Mime


Drama 9: movement exercises, pairs exercises, mime routine presentation


Drama 10: movement exercises, group mime routine

Three: Improvisation


Drama 9 & 10: improv teams formed based on Canadian Improv Games format, improv Olympics.

Four: Stagecraft


Drama 9 & 10: overview of theatre structure and systems (including lighting, sound, design, and set construction intro)

Five: Script Work/Play Building


Drama 9: understanding script, story theatre, writing and performing story theatre for primary school students/


Drama 10: scene study, story theatre directing, writing, performing, and directing story theatre for primary schools students.

Note: For those students who have taken Drama 9 and who wish to move on to more advanced studies in theatre, individual and group arrangements can and will be made.
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
